Call to Order

Following recorded pre-meeting music offered by the musicians of El Nazareno Presbyterian Church, the
Presbytery of Greater Atlanta was called to order and opened with prayer at 9:00 A.M. by Moderator Iris
Wallace.

Co-Hosts’ Words of Welcome

Rev. Nelson Donado, pastor of El Nazareno Presbyterian Church, and Rev. Melissa McNair-King, pastor
of Fairview Presbyterian Church, shared words of welcome as co-hosts for the virtual meeting.

Call to Worship and Opening Hymn

Rev. Aisha Brooks-Johnson, Executive Presbyter, and Rev. Andy James, Stated Clerk, offered the call to
worship. Musicians from Fairview Presbyterian Church then presented the opening hymn, “Come,
Christians, Join to Sing.”

Declaration of Quorum and Meeting Instructions

The Moderator recognized the Stated Clerk regarding a quorum for the meeting. Rev. C. Anderson James
reported that registration indicated that a quorum was present of at least 10% of the eligible elder
commissioners, representing at least 10% of the congregations, and at least 10% of the eligible minister
commissioners. The attendance report can be found at Attachment A.

The Moderator then recognized the Stated Clerk to give instructions and orientation to the Zoom meeting.
At the conclusion of the introduction, he thanked the Presbytery’s staff and tech deacon Steve Cashwell
for their part in preparing the technology for the meeting via Zoom.

Omnibus Motion

The Moderator Pro Tem recognized the Stated Clerk to bring the omnibus motion, consisting of the
following items:

the docket for the meeting;

the minutes of the February 11, 2023, stated meeting;

the admit to record items in the Communications Report;

the admit to record items in the Committee on Preparation for Ministry Report; and
the admit to record items in the Committee on Ministry Report.

The omnibus motion was moved by Rev. Juan Herrera and seconded by Rev. Donna Wells. Following
opportunity to do so, no items were removed from the omnibus motion. The omnibus motion was
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approved by a vote of 195-1. The items approved under the omnibus motion are listed under the
appropriate report below.

Communications Report

The Moderator Pro Tem recognized Rev. Andy James to give the Communications Report as presented in
the Commissioners Handbook. He gave a brief summary of the following items that were printed in the
meeting materials.

The Clerk reported that the 2022 Session Annual Statistical Report was completed by 77 of our 85
congregations. The final report of congregational membership and the aggregate statistics for the
Presbytery can be found in Attachment B. He offered thanks to the clerks of session, church
administrators, treasurers, and others who contributed data to complete this information.

The Clerk invited the Presbytery to attend an outing to the Atlanta United vs. New England Revolution
soccer match on Wednesday, May 31, at 7:30 P.M., with a tailgate beforehand.

The Clerk reported that the offering from the February Presbytery meeting to support the New Church
Development Commission totaled $1,101.45.

The Clerk noted that the Stated Clerk of the General Assembly has reported that all proposed amendments
to the Book of Order sent by the 225th General Assembly (2022) to the presbyteries for vote have
received the votes required for approval. A new edition of the Book of Order reflecting the full set of
approved amendments will be published in summer 2023. In light of this report, the Clerk noted that the
Presbytery’s Bills and Overtures Committee informed him that they would not present the final four
proposed amendments (22-CC, 22-DD, 22-EE, and 22-FF) for a vote of the Presbytery, since those
amendments would affect only the portion of the Book of Order that will now be replaced with the new
Church Discipline section.

Executive Presbyter’s Report

The Moderator recognized Rev. Aisha Brooks-Johnson to give the report of the Executive Presbyter
(Attachment C). She lifted up the sixth mark of the Vital Congregations Initiative, “Caring
Relationships,” by describing a number of ways that she has seen caring relationships taking hold in her
life and the life of the Presbytery in recent months.
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Committee on Preparation for Ministry

The Moderator recognized Rev. Emma Neishloss to give the report of the Committee on Preparation for
Ministry. On behalf of the Committee, she moved that Evans Baah Mintah, inquirer from Hillside
Presbyterian Church, be enrolled as a candidate, effective March 23, 2023. In addition to his personal
statement of faith journey found in Attachment D, the inquirer offered a brief introduction and statement
of his sense of call, then the Presbytery was invited to pose questions to him. The examination was
arrested, and the Moderator called for a vote. The motion to enroll Evans Baah Mintah as a candidate,
effective March 23, 2023, was approved by a vote of 212-0.

The Moderator asked Evans to affirm the Presbytery’s decision. Rev. Neishloss offered a charge and a
prayer.

Rev. Neishloss reported that the Committee had sent a letter to the Presbyteries’ Cooperative Committee
on Examinations of Candidates regarding the Winter 2023 Biblical Exegesis Examination. The letter is
included as Attachment E.

Video Updates from Presbytery Partnerships

The Moderator introduced four brief videos from Presbytery partnership ministries that highlighted their
work. Each had been asked to respond to the question, “How can the Presbytery care for you as your care
for others?” Videos were shared from Buckhead Christian Ministry, Joining Hands for Justice in Palestine
and Israel, La Gonave Haiti Partners, and Memorial Drive Ministries.

Examinations Commission

The Moderator recognized Rev. Alex Moses to give the report of the Examinations Commission. He
introduced three ministers of the Word and Sacrament who had been received by the Examinations
Commission on behalf of the Presbytery and invited each to offer a brief introduction.

Rev. Paul Abell was approved by the Commission for transfer from Kiskimentas Presbytery and placed on
the honorably retired roll, effective March 16, 2023. His faith journey and statement of faith can be found
at Attachment F.

Rev. James Simpson was approved by the Commission for transfer from Cherokee Presbytery to serve as
interim pastor at Johns Creek Presbyterian Church, effective May 1, 2023. His faith journey and statement
of faith can be found at Attachment G. (His terms of call for this position are included with the Committee
on Ministry report.)
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Rev. Charles Wiley was approved by the Commission for transfer from New Hope Presbytery to serve in
a validated ministry as Director of Major Gifts at Columbia Theological Seminary, effective March 16,
2023.

After these introductions, Rev. Moses turned the Presbytery’s attention to the examination of Irene Choi,
a candidate under care of the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta, who has been called to a validated ministry as
a chaplain at Mesun Hospice, effective upon her ordination. Her faith journey and statement of faith can
be found in Attachment I. Irene offered a brief introductory statement, then Rev. Moses posed a question
from the Examinations Commission to begin Irene’s examination for ordination. After an opportunity for
questions from the Presbytery, the Moderator declared that the examination was complete and asked that
the candidate be placed in the waiting room.

Rev. Moses moved on behalf of the Examinations Commission that Irene Choi’s examination be
sustained and she be approved for ordination and received into membership. After opportunity for
discussion, the Moderator called for a vote. The motion to sustain the examination of Irene Choi,
approve her for ordination, and receive her into membership passed by a vote of 207-0.

The Moderator then recognized Rev. Byeong Chul Han from the ECKAM Examinations Commission to
bring two ministers of other denominations who were being recommended by the ECKAM Examinations
Commission for transfer into the Presbytery and Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) Rev. Han introduced Reyv.
Euisun Han, a minister of the Presbyterian Church in Korea, who has been called as a contract call
associate pastor at Korean Community Presbyterian Church, effective June 1, 2023. The Examinations
Committee of ECKAM has examined him in the areas of polity, theology, and worship and sacraments.
His faith journey and statement of faith can be found in Attachment J. Rev. Euisun Han offered a brief
introductory statement, then Rev. Byeong Chul Han posed a question from the ECKAM Examinations
Commission to begin the examination for transfer. After an opportunity for questions from the Presbytery,
the Moderator declared that the examination was complete and asked that Rev. Han be placed in the
waiting room.

Rev. Han moved on behalf of the ECKAM Examinations Commission that Rev. Euisun Han’s
examination be sustained and he be approved for transfer from another denomination, with exemption
from the ordination exams under G-2.0505a(2) and requirement that he complete courses in PCUSA
polity and Reformed theology within two years, in accordance with G-2.0505a(1). After opportunity for
discussion, the Moderator called for a vote. The motion to sustain the examination of Rev. Euisun Han
and approve him for transfer from the Presbyterian Church in Korea, with exemption from the
ordination exams under G-2.0505a(2) and requirement that he complete courses in PCUSA polity and
Reformed theology within two years, in accordance with G-2.0505a(1) passed by a vote of 206-1. The
terms of call are as follows:

The Moderator recognized Rev. Lindsay Armstrong to give the report of the New Church Development
Commission (Attachment L). She described the continuing work of the commission and introduced Rev.
Zulema Garcia de Rojas, leader of the La Esperanza new worshiping community to share an overview of
the ministry of La Esperanza.

Video Updates from Presbytery Partnerships

The Moderator introduced four additional brief videos from Presbytery partnership ministries that
highlighted the work of Presbyterians for a Better Georgia, the Peace and Global Witness Partnership, the
Presbyterian Youth Ministry Collaboration of Atlanta, and WCF at Georgia Tech.

Council

The Moderator introduced Rev. Juan Herrera to bring the report of Presbytery’s Council. He moved the
approval of the Council’s admit to record item, to authorize Rev. Aisha Brooks-Johnson to administer
the Sacrament of Baptism for Serena Isabel Perkins, daughter of minister member Sarah Perkins and
her husband Brandon Perkins and granddaughter of Revs. Beth Johnson and Pete Paulsen, on
Sunday, February 19, 2023, at Fellowship of Love Church. The motion was approved by a vote of 186-
0.

Rev. Herrera then presented a proposed amendment to the Presbytery’s manual from the Council and the
Nominating Committee regarding nomination of commissioners to the General Assembly. (Text to be
added is in italics; text to be removed is in strikethrough.)

Nominations of Commissioners to the General Assembly/Bills and Overtures

The Nominating Committee shall prepare one slate of nominees as commissioners to the General
Assembly and submit the slate to the Presbytery during no later than the last Stated Meeting of the
calendar year preceding the upcoming General Assembly.

The following general principles and procedures shall be applicable for nominations for General
Assembly Commissioners/Bills and Overtures Committee.

a. The Nominating Committee shall issue broad invitations to the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta
to submit names for consideration as Commissioners to General Assembly.

b. The Nominating Committee will nominate ordained elders and ministers as delineated by the
General Assembly for election.

c. Nominationsshallinelude: The Moderator of Presbytery during the year of the General
Assembly and the Moderator-Elect of the Presbytery during the year of the General Assembly
shall be nominated and serve as Commissioners by virtue of their office.

d. Across the slate of nominees, the Nominating Committee will seek to represent the full
diversity of the Presbytery. The slate should bring voices from the following categories:
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J-

e—Wemer Woman Minister(s)
&-Racial Ethnic Minister{s)

e- Racial Ethnic Elder{s}

£ Women Woman Elders

£ Minister or Elder under age of 40
i—OtherElders

The Nominating Committee shall also nominate persons to serve in any advisory delegate
roles as directed by the General Assembly.
The following criteria shall be considered by the Nominating Committee in determining
nominees:

a. Nature of service to the church and governing bodies;

b. Special skills, knowledge or expertise in relevant areas; and

c. Length of time since a particular church was represented at General Assembly; and

d. Length of time since a minister was a Commissioner to General Assembly.
The consent of persons to be nominated shall be secured in advance of submission of their
names. Nominees must be willing and able, barring unforeseen emergencies, to train, prepare,
and serve for the entire duration of the General Assembly and the two years on the Bills and
Overtures Committee.
A brief biographical sketch for each nominee shall be presented to the Presbytery by the
Nominating Committee in the Commissioner’s Handbook.
Nominations from the floor shall be in order for Commissioners to General Assembly/Bills
and Overtures with the followmg stlpulatlons

a. b- Nominations may be made from the floor provided the consent of the person(s)
nominated has/have been obtained and a completed Volunteer Interest Form and/or
General Assembly Commissioner Interest Form have been submitted to the Stated Clerk
no later than three days prior to the meeting where other nominations are being
presented.

b. d-Nominees from the floor will be added to nominees from the Nominating Committee,
excepting the Moderator of Presbytery and the Moderator-Elect of Presbytery. Election
will be by ballot and counted by the Nominating Committee. Eleetion-will-be-determined

by-majority-vote:

c. The Moderator of Presbytery and the Moderator-Elect of the Presbytery for the year in
which the General Assembly is held shall serve as Commissioners to the General

Assembly by virtue of office and are exempt from election that includes nominations from
the floor:

Election shall be by majority vote.
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Should an alternate minister or elder be needed between election and the meeting of the General
Assembly, the Presbytery authorizes the Nominating Committee to fill the vacancy, maintaining

parity.

On behalf of the Council, Rev. Herrera moved approval of the amendment. After opportunity for
discussion, the Presbytery approved the amendment by a vote of 179-0.

The financial reports for the fiscal year ending January 31, 2023, and for the two months ending March
31, 2023, were presented in the commissioner handbook and can be found at Attachments M and N,
respectively.

Presbyterian Women

The Moderator recognized Ruling Elder Pepe Bowman to bring the annual report of the Presbyterian
Women of the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta (Attachment O).

Offering

The Moderator called for the Presbytery to receive the offering to benefit the Caring Hands Fund at
Presbyterian Homes of Georgia. During the offering, the musicians of La Esperanza Presbyterian Church
shared special music with the Presbytery. The Moderator then offered a prayer of dedication.

Nominating Committee

The Moderator recognized Ruling Elder Debbie Durden to bring the report of the Nominating Committee.
On behalf of the Committee, she moved election of the following persons to the committees and classes
indicated:

After opportunity for nominations from the floor, the Moderator declared nominations closed and called
for the vote. The motion was approved by a vote of 179-0.

Committee on Representation

The Moderator recognized Rev. Tully Fletcher to share the report of the Committee on Representation. He
invited the Presbytery to respond to a survey about questions of representation to support the Presbytery
and the Committee in its work.

Closing Hymn

The Presbytery was led in singing “Blest Be the Tie That Binds” by musicians from Fairview Presbyterian
Church.

To the Presbyteries” Cooperative Committee on Exams:

We, the Committee on Preparation for Ministry in the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta, currently
oversee thirty-nine individuals pursuing the ordination process. We are blessed to serve in a large
presbytery, and our committee benefits greatly from the gifted pastors, chaplains, elders, and
professors in our presbytery. We are also grateful for our proximity to and relationship with multiple
local seminaries. The committee sees our role as walking beside and mentoring inquirers and
candidates under our care as they discern their call to ministry and move through the steps to meet
the requirements for ordination. We focus on building relationships, offering encouragement, and
helping inquirers and candidates navigate the ordination process. Ultimately, our role is to ensure the
people who come through our process are as prepared as possible for ordination, and we view both
seminaries and the Presbyteries’ Cooperative Committee on Examinations for Candidates as key
partners in that process.

Through the course and aftermath of the Winter 2023 Exam cycle, it has become clear, however,
that our committee and the PCC are not working together toward the same goal. Or, at the very
least, we are not working together as effectively or as openly as we should. Our committee was
deeply disappointed and dismayed by the choice of text for the Winter 2023 Exegesis Exam. Not
only did the selection of Judges 19 cause harm to candidates under our care, but it also called into
question the process by which exams are developed. We believe that the issues stirred up by the
Winter 2023 Exams go beyond a poor scripture choice and a pootly framed premise. Our committee
was struck by several questions:

In the eyes of the PCC, what is the purpose of the senior ordination exams?

Our CPM hopes to use the results of ordination exams as a tool for our continued guidance of the
candidates under our care. Theoretically, the comments supplied by exam readers help us in
conversations with and advice given to our candidates. They should assist us in our assessment.
However, we have seen a shift in the results of exams to require us instead to offer pastoral care and
find alternative routes of assessment. How might our committee get on the same page with the work
the PCC is seeking to do? Can we open clearer channels of communication so that our visions may
become more aligned?

What is the role of grace in the exam process?

We question the use of blind readers in a sterile exam setting. The readers, without any deeper
knowledge of a candidate’s cultural, familial, or personal history, are unable to see the whole picture
of the candidate themself, which makes it difficult to offer a grace-filled, or even entirely accurate,
evaluation.
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What is the role of community in the exam process? In ministry?

We know that people who enter vocational ministry will be asked to deal with the trauma carried by
others, challenging theological issues, difficult passages of scripture, and more. And yet, we also
know that no one does ministry in a vacuum. As a connectional church, the PC(USA) offers
ministers of the Word and Sacrament support in the form of clergy cohorts and online forums, as
well as access to mental healthcare. Even seminary coursework and Clinical Pastoral Education are
done, as they should be, in community. So, is it fair or even humane to ask candidates for ordination
to sit with texts of terror in isolation?

Is this exam process still the most effective way to complete that evaluation?
To explore answers to these questions and to move forward in a way that best supports the
important work of preparation for ministry, the CPM of the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta proposes:

Apologies be made to the candidates who were directly harmed by the callous choice of Judges 19.
The PCC must acknowledge that harm was done, and they must seek to both hear the voices of
those who were harmed and offer apologies that take the form of action. We know that the
candidates who took the Winter Exegesis Exam are not the first to have been harmed by the
ordination process. For generations, women, people of color, members of LGBTQIA+ community,
have been harmed by the PC(USA) in an attempt to respond to God’s call on their lives. The harm
of those past injustices must also be addressed, and we believe that the ugly truth of our history
should only spur us on as we seek to stop the cycle of harm.

A thorough and transparvent evaluation of the entive exam writing process and the creation of a
system of accountability for the PCC. We seck to ensure that CPMs across the denomination and
the PCC are in fact working toward the same end: evaluating individual preparedness for ministry.
Furthermore, we know that systems that go unevaluated and unchanged inevitably become
problematic and cause harm. Shining a light on the work of the PCC and the ordination process in
general allows us to do better and be better as we seek to equip the next generation of church
leaders. It is time to embrace our belief that we are “reformed and always being reformed,” and
follow the Spirit where she leads us.

A member of the PCC attends an upcoming meeting of our CPM. We extend this invitation in the
hope that, through dialogue, we may find a way forward together.

We know that ministry is not easy, and responding to a call to vocational ministry should not be
done lightly. We believe that there should be an evaluation process, but harm should never be done
in the name of that evaluation. We want individuals to get ordained through a process, not in spite
of it. It is a deeply held hope of our committee that those who become ordained are as prepared, as
strong, and as whole as they can be. It is our fervent hope that the Presbyteries’ Cooperative
Committee on Examinations of Candidates shares in that hope and joins us in working toward that
end.

At the early age of four, I can remember being at First Presbyterian Church of Sherman
Oaks, California with my parents and sister. It was a good and happy time. I recall certain people
in the choir and others who took time to worship their Lord. I found a complete comfort in those
walls during the time there.

My middle childhood was the same even though we moved to a different location to be
nearer my father’s employment. The area in the west end of the Valley was just beginning to
grow and we attended a Baptist Church about a mile from our new home for the next few years.
Although I do not recall much from that period, I do remember giving my life to Christ and
being baptized by that minister.

Dad was Presbyterian through and through though. As soon as a NCD began in the west end
of the Valley Dad was there. Rather than splitting the family between two denominations, we
joined St. James Presbyterian Church. My involvement with the Junior and Senior High youth
groups and my developing relationships with two significant youth ministers began to plant
seeds within me to a calling to ordained ministry.

At eighteen I declared my intent to enter the ministry. However, I was told by a Synod
counselor that I should not go into the ministry but pursue some other full-time endeavor. Many
mixed messages were churning in my mind and even though God was walking with me, I began
running away from God’s call.

For the next eight years I believed I was running from God and began pursuing another
career following my military enlistment. Still confused I visited my former youth minister who
encouraged me to enroll in college. In college I thought I had found my niche. I was the star of
drama and comedy and began entertaining thoughts of an acting career. However, God was
nearer than I believed. During this period of doubting I remained somewhat tied to the church
and near the completion of college, I made the decision to listen to the Holy Spirit working
within me to attend seminary.

It was through seminary and years to follow that God’s grace came to be a living reality for
my life. The love of the woman I married and four significant friends taught me the
unconditional love of our Living God. As I reflect back to the early years of my growth, I
remember God telling me that I AM would always love and care for me.

The first of my ministries was a pastorate, and two associate pastorates spanning sixteen
years. These ministries were, what I have come to believe, training and preparation for my
calling as an intentional interim pastor. The care and love for God’s people concerned me most.
Working with all ages, rather than a specific age group, helped equip me for a more complete
interim ministry. During this transition time I completed the first and second phases of interim
pastor training.

Residing within were hurting
people, angry people, caring people, and ailing people who want nothing more to be loved by
Christ’s servant and reassured that they are of worth and value to the world, to Christ, and to the
church. The churches sometimes had problems administratively and needed to work through a
process of healing and redirecting their ministry in positive ways for themselves and the larger
church they are called by God and Christ to serve.

As T have helped these people grow, I have grown myself in peace, skills of loving,
meditation, skills of leadership, remembering that God works for our good and not for our
destruction. Learning the lessons of rejoicing in the Lord in all circumstances is a wondrous
journey I am still walking and plan to continue for the rest of my ministry.

Faith Journey: James (Jim) Douglas Simpson
My faith journey with, for, and to God has been a lifelong journey of exploration which continues still, and I believe will
continue always. I was raised within the nurture of my local Church of Scotland congregation, and it was there, within the
“mother Kirk”, that I first publicly professed my faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord. Serving in the annual Summer
Mission program of the Church of Scotland, where teams of mission volunteers lived in community and served in the
local area, was an experience that deepened and grounded my faith. While in High School I was prompted by my Minister
to consider the Ministry of Word and Sacrament as a vocation. Finishing High School, I took what is now called a “gap
year”, to explore if indeed this was a calling God had for me. Living in several Parishes in different parts of the country
and working alongside several very different and very skilled Ministers my sense of call to ordained ministry was greatly
strengthened.

During my undergraduate studies I entered the ordination process of the Church of Scotland. After graduating with a B.Sc.
from the University of Dundee in 1983, Janice and I were married and moved to Aberdeen where I began and completed
my studies for my Bachelor of Divinity at the University of Aberdeen and Christ College. I graduated in 1986 with an
Honors Degree in Systematic Theology and Church History, having also completed three year-round pastoral internships
in two congregations and one hospital chaplaincy.

Following a full time probationary placement working with another experience Parish Minister, I was called to be the
Parish Minister of the linked (yoked) charge of Newtonhill and Portlethen. In May 1987 I was ordained to the Ministry of
Word and Sacrament by the Presbytery of Kincardine and Deeside. The nine years I spent in this call saw two new church
buildings built, enabling these congregations to minister to a quickly increasing population, the result of the expansion of
the North Sea oil industry.

In the summer of 1993 Dr. Dwight Bayley, then the Pastor of the Northminster Presbyterian Church in Roswell GA, and [
participated in a pulpit exchange. What I experienced of the faith commitment and generosity of the Northminster church
led me to take the steps necessary to be considered for a call to the Presbyterian Church(USA). In 1994 I interviewed with
one congregation and that Presbytery’s COM, and while the PNC wanted to extend a call, I did not sense that there was a
call for me. Northminster had explored having an Associate Pastor and I interviewed with them, but financial constraints
ended that search. In the summer of 1995 Dr. Bayley accepted another call and after due process and extensive
immigration vetting, I accepted the call to Pastor the Northminster Church, where I served from 1996 until 2007. In 2000 I
graduated with my D.Min. from Columbia Theological Seminary. In 2005 I became a citizen of the United States.

Sensing a need to experience a different sort of ministry [ was appointed as the Director of Church Relations at
Presbyterian College, a role that was, in time, combined with the Chaplain’s position. Working with students in the Celtic
Cross program and the renewal of the covenant agreement between the College and the presbyteries within the Synod of
the South Atlantic were highlights from my time in Clinton, SC. My passion for parish ministry did not leave me and I
was called to serve as Pastor of the Oakland Avenue Church in Rock Hill SC, before returning to Georgia as first Interim
and then installed Pastor of Faith Presbyterian Church in Blue Ridge. During my time at Faith (2013 —2021) the
membership of the congregation grew threefold and they were able to design, build and now occupy their very first church
building, designed as a base of operations for the worship of God and service in the community.

Amidst all the demands and excitement over the new building and the unique challenges resulting from the covid19
pandemic, I began to sense that this season of my ministry had reached its hopeful conclusion. The timing of this was
providential as it allowed me consider and accept the Interim Pastor position at Covenant Presbyterian Church in Marietta
GA where I have been serving since the fall of 2021. In parallel to this call Janice and I had decided that we would return
“home” to the Roswell/Alpharetta area, where we first resided in the USA, and where we would be closer to friends and
family. In my role as Interim Pastor at Covenant I nurtured the congregation and led and facilitated a Mission Study. The
PNC that was elected in October 2022 is now well ahead in its process of interviewing candidates.

Wondering what might be next for me, I was made aware of the need for a bridge/continuing Interim Pastor at Johns
Creek Presbyterian Church. Reviewing their information, interviewing with their Interim Pastor Nominating Committee,
and talking with the outgoing Interim Pastor, I was encouraged to see all the good interim work already done. The
congregation is currently undertaking a Congregational Assessment process and it was clear from the IPNC that the
congregation hopes for, and is ready to work towards, a renewed and renewing future. Sensing a great match between this
church and its situation, and my gifts and experience, I am so looking forward to a fruitful time as I partner with them as
they journey forward in faith and hope. Returning to Greater Atlanta Presbytery I am ready to serve the wider church.
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Statement of Faith: James (Jim) Douglas Simpson

My hope, and trust, is in the God we know through our encounter with Jesus Christ, our experience of the Holy Spirit, our
engagement with the Holy Scriptures, our participation in the Church, our receiving and sharing of the Sacraments of
Baptism and Communion and our expressing God’s love, mercy and justice in our lives in the world. Daily, I seek to
acknowledge and worship the Almighty God, whose I am and whom I seek to serve, through Bible reading, prayer and by
always seeking to be open to the gifts I receive from the people I encounter.

Faith Journey: Charles Wiley

Pilgrim Holiness Roots

My faith journey begins this way: “I was born in Suriname where my Pilgrim Holiness
parents were missionaries.” So much stands behind this simple sentence. I was raised in a family
where one’s discipleship necessarily involved every moment of every day—where sacrifice was
integral to one’s call. Our church emphasized holiness and separation from the world.

The Problem of Sin

What led me to leave the Holiness tradition for the Reformed tradition? I often reply,
“the doctrine of God.” My father died when I was one, and my mother remarried to a Holiness
revival preacher when I was nine. I began to see through the doctrine of instant sanctification
when I was told that my revival preacher stepfather was perfect: “I don’t think so.” Two areas
intruded on this narrow notion of sin: race and economic justice.

A Reformed Vision

It took a while, but this expanding vision of God’s call and the deepening sense of my
own sinfulness. I began to approach the table knowing that it was God who invited me, that it
was God who fed me on Christ himself, and it was God who sent me into the world by the
power of the Holy Spirit.

How Do Protestants Decide What Church They Go To?

Few conversations have shaped me as profoundly as one I had with Ron in the Spring of
1990. Ron was a Roman Catholic graduate student in the campus ministry I served. Ron, who
always attended mass at the Roman Catholic church closest to where he lived, asked me, “How
do Protestants decide what church they go to?” As I tried to answer him, I realized how feeble,
how inadequate, my answers were.

As I entered Duke Divinity School the next fall, I became focused on questions of
ecclesiology. My sense of the church was based almost solely on theological agreement. I became
shaped by a biblical vision of the church that emphasized £oznonia, community, communion. I
began to see, as I would later read in the Heidelberg Catechism, that human beings were created
to belong to God and to one another. The church, far from being merely instrumental, was the
way God reconstructed us into that community for which we were created.

I ended up adopting what I saw as Calvin’s insight: that it is the human, broken, and
sinful community we call church that God has called to proclaim the gospel, to work for justice,
to proclaim freedom to the oppressed, and to form disciples. That the church is both sinful and
redeemed reflects the gospel rather than undermining it. Being engaged with a community
gathered around word and sacrament has been the center of my faith journey ever since.

The drama of worship displays the gospel. It is God who calls us to worship and is
worthy of our worship. In the presence of this God we are able to confess because we are
embraced by the love of Jesus Christ. As forgiven people, we are freed by the Spirit frees to
share Christ’s peace with one another and the world. By the power of the Spirit we can hear
God’s word, be shaped by it. We give thanks for the overwhelming grace of God in the
sacraments, are fed by Christ himself, and are sent into the world in mission.

My faith is marked by the rhythm of grace and gratitude. I respond to the grace freely

offered to me in Jesus Christ. My life is a expression of gratitude to God, a profound
thankfulness in response of faith to a God of grace.
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Statement of Faith: Charles Wiley

The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the commmunion of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

This blessing expresses the gospel. Grace is not some abstraction, but is the gift of God in Jesus Christ,
come to us in Jesus’ life, death, resurrection, and ascension through the power of the Holy Spirit.

We receive this grace through creation where God made us in the divine image as part of creation, yet
with responsibility for it. God created us for community with God and one another.

We receive God’s grace in the call to us time after time, even when we abandoned the fellowship of God,
usurping the place of God in our lives, committing idolatry, breaking relationship with God and neighbor.

We see God’s grace in action in the Old Testament narratives. We see God demonstrating longsuffering
toward God’s chosen: Israel. We see the righteousness and justice of God. The covenant was initiated by
God, and Israel was given it freely, yet with it came significant responsibilities: worshiping God and living
out the life of compassion, justice and truth.

We see grace in the flesh with Jesus, the ultimate act of God’s self-revelation. Jesus came preaching and
demonstrating the good news of the Kingdom of God. Jesus sought out those in need and preached
compassion to the hurting and judgment to the proud. The sacrificial life of Jesus culminated with his
death on the cross. God raised Jesus from the dead demonstrating power over death and sin. The Lord is
risen.

Grace is demonstrated in the claiming waters of baptism:

Little one, for you Jesus Christ came into the world:

for you he lived and showed God’s love;

for you he suffered the darkness of Calvary

and cried at the last, “It is accomplished”;

for you he triumphed over death and rose in newness of life;
for you he ascended to reign at God’s right hand.

All this he did for you, little one,

though you do not know it yet.

And so the word of Scripture is fulfilled:

“We love because God loved us first.”

We receive grace in God’s call to women and men to become disciples, to heed and obey the words of
Jesus: repent from our sins, believe the good news that Jesus is the Christ, and follow him, becoming
part of the Christian community. We do so in profound gratitude for the grace given us in Christ.

Both Jesus’ ministry on this earth and God’s continuing redeeming acts in the wozld are expressions of
grace, carried out through the presence and power of the Holy Spirit. The Spirit confronts and comforts
humans with the claim of Christ. The Holy Spirit calls people to repentance and obedience to the will of
God, and empowers us to live lives pleasing to God

We live out grace in the church, the eschatological community of God, living out the truth of the already-
but-not-yet Kingdom breaking into this world. The Spirit calls this community into being. The Church is
marred by sin, yet marked by the unity of the Spirit, a unity that crosses all human barriers. The Church
points toward Jesus, proclaiming the Gospel and doing justice. The Church does this in humility and
faithfulness to its Lord.

At the table, the relation of God and humanity is exhibited. God calls us to the table and feeds us on Christ
himself, and we are sent forth in gratitude for God’s gracious movement toward us. The relationship broken
by sin is restored at God’s initiative—we offer our thanks with our whole lives.

The Holy Spirit inspired and inspires the scriptures of the Old and New Testaments, the word of God to

the Church, and the only rule for faith and practice. They witness to the overwhelming grace of God in
Christ and call us to grateful response.

1. One Page Faith Journey
Jiyoung Irene Choi

When I was five, my dad, mom, little sister, and I moved from a big city called Daegu in South Korea to a
small country strawberry farm. And my family started to serve a small presbyterian church in town. My
childhood was full of memories of being outdoors in nature-the beauty and magnificence of the four
seasons of God's creation. The little church in my hometown was my spiritual home. I ate, played, slept,
and worshiped with my childhood friends there.

Atage 15, I attended a Christian boarding school. I learned what living out the Word of God means
through the school culture and teachers' dedication to raising students as children of God. Every student
belongs to a small group under the care of an assigned teacher and participates in an activity as a
community. And everyone belonged to the sisterhood/ brotherhood system, which functions as a small
family in the school community. I developed the sense of seeing the world as one big family in high
school. The school is famous for its "10 Commandments for getting a job", which is its core teaching
value, framed by the servant leadership of Jesus's teaching of loving God and serving the world. I was
nurtured and flourished by my high school community.

At age 20, I started college in the big city of Seoul. It was a time for discipline and service. I was in
discipleship, leadership, and mission training programs at a Korean presbyterian church. I consolidated
my identity in Christ Jesus and served the church as a bible study group leader and Sunday school
teacher. And I built my career as a teacher as well. [ was a good Christian in a comfortable zone.

At age 30, [ married my husband, Eric, and started a family. The smallest unit of the church began in my
life. My husband and I moved from Korea to the U.S. in our third year of marriage. My oldest son, Kyle,
was born the following year. Living in a foreign country and being a mom was another new beginning. I
experienced ground-shaking emotional changes, relational complications, and financial hardships. My
faith was shaking. I was in a dark valley, and God's rod and staff felt absent. Soon, I learned to give,
receive, and accept love from God and others. I repented my pride in myself. I learned to rely entirely on
God to live one day at a time. [ became humble. God broadened my perspectives to see me as a sojourner.
I gave up all my worldly hopes and dreams. And I realized that my life belongs in God's hands.

I started seminary at age 40. The seminary offered exposure to the ideas and practices of a more diverse
community. I learned from professors and students from my denomination and broader church
communities it was "iron sharpening iron.". I learned to interpret the Scripture and reflect theologically in
this organized program. When I finished the program, I was equipped to be a pastoral leader and
discerned to serve God's bigger world with what God has gifted me.

During and after the seminary, I served the church as an internship pastor, led worship, taught the bible to
children and youth group students, and worked as a Chaplain at a hospital.

After all the discerning process, I seek to be an ordained minister as a hospice Chaplain and an army
reserved Chaplain soon. My identity as a Korean American, especially a woman, intimidated me in a
foreign country throughout this process. But with assurance and gift from God and my community's
approval and encouragement, I am now humbly but excitedly waiting for ordination to serve God and
people for the next ten years and many more.
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2. A one-page Statement of Faith
Irene Jiyoung Choi

I believe in the one triune God of all. The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are united mutually and
dynamically. When God the Father created the world (Gen.1), Jesus was there as the Word (John 1:2),
while the Holy Spirit of God was hovering and moving over the waters to make God's imagination come
to life (Gen.1:2). God preserves, sustains, and interacts with caring love. Jesus is the Son of God, became
flesh, and lived among us to save us (John 1:14). His death and resurrection reveal God's triumph over sin
and death. (Colossians 2:15). By Christ, we are given new and eternal life and invited to live in a restored
relationship with God (Romans 5:21).

Faith Journey (Rev. Euisun Han)

My spiritual journey has led me mostly down the path of the Reformed Korean church. My mother who
was a pastor for over thirty years has had a big impact in forming my personality and Christian faith. I
had seen the living God who works in my family when I was young and my mother told me to have a
good Christian attitude toward my daily life and at church. However, growing up, God was just one of the
good men for me before I experienced Jesus Christ as my savior in person who was sacrificed on the
cross for my sin and resurrected.

At university, as I studied mathematics to make big money after graduation, I worked as a personal
mathematics tutor for middle and high school students. I was happy to earn the money because I could
pay my own tuition and give my younger brother an allowance. However, the joy did not last long time.
At some point, I do not remember exact time, I began to question my perspective of life. I asked myself;
Can money bring me eternal happiness? Is it okay to live for money for the rest of my life? I think it was
the most important time in my life because the Holy Spirit touched my spirit and my mind wholly. At the
time, I personally experienced Jesus Christ as my savior when I was reading the Bible. Eventually, my
will was subjected to the work of the Spirit and I was praying for what God wanted me to do. Prayer
helped me change the goal of my life and I decided to devote my whole life to God.

Upon graduation, I went to Turkmenistan as a missionary with my wife through Frontiers which is a
world mission organization for Muslim people. Turkmenistan is an Islamic country, so it is very difficult
to do missionary work. For three years, we had no choice but to share the gospel to only one family.
However, after coming back to Korea because our visas were rejected, | heard that the family was
baptized by another missionary who lives there. Even though my mind was so tired because I could not
understand God’s will that led us back to our peaceful home from the mission field. 1 Cor. 3:7 comforted
me, “So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God, who makes things grow.”
Since our Turkmenistan visas were not renewed, I had to return to Korea. At that time, I could not
understand the will of God who led us back to our home country from the mission field. We prayed with
anguish for a long time, until the Holy Spirit enlightened me that God never makes mistakes in what he
does. It changed my mind from agony to peace, so I decided to prepare for God’s call on my life again to
be used for his kingdom. That is why I went to seminary in Korea. The M.Div. program in seminary
helped me to know about the living God who had undertaken communion with his people in the context
of the community of faith. Even though I graduated by God’s grace after three years, | was faced with my
inadequacies for the church ministry. This is what led me to study at Denver Seminary. Studying the
Th.M degree at Denver Seminary helped broaden my horizons and allowed me to systematize diverse
theological ideas. After years of study, God led us to Atlanta in Georgia.

Although God has not sent me to a mission field again, I realize that the significant thing is living with a
missional heart for the kingdom of God and His glory, not where I live. I have always worked within the
church ministry with this mind since becoming a pastor.
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Faith Statement (Rev. Euisun Han)

I believe the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments are the inspired Word of God, inerrant in the
original writings, complete as the revelation of God’s will for salvation. I also believe in one God, creator
and sustainer of all things, eternally existing in three persons, Father, Son and Holy Spirit; that these are
equal in every divine perfection and that they execute distinct but harmonious offices in the work of
creation, providence, and redemption.

I believe in God the Father, an infinite, personal Spirit, perfect in holiness, wisdom, power, and love. He
concerns Himself mercifully in the affairs of men and women, hears and answers prayer, and He saves
from sin and death all who come to Him through Jesus Christ. And I believe that Jesus Christ is God’s
eternal Son, and has precisely the same nature, attributes and perfections as God the Father and God the
Holy Spirit. He is not only true God, but true man conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the virgin
Mary. I believe in His sinless life, His substitutionary atonement, His bodily resurrection from the dead,
His ascension into heaven, His priestly intercession on behalf of His people, and His personal, visible,
return from heaven. I also believe in the Holy Spirit, His personality, and His work in regeneration,
sanctification, and preservation. His ministry is to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ and implement Christ’s
work of redeeming the lost and empowering the believer for godly living and service.

I believe all persons who created by God as the image of God are sinners by nature and choice and are,
therefore, spiritually dead.

I grew up in the church as a pastor's child and attended Christian Schools and universities except
for elementary school. Most people I met were somehow related to Christianity.

When I graduated from university, [ was thinking about my career path. Ever since I was little, |
had an idea that I would one day become a pastor. However, since I grew up in the church
and Christianity, I thought I wanted to be a pastor because it was a familiar and easy way for me. I was
hesitant about going down this path because I could not find any signals or signs that showed God called
me to the church. I prayed a lot to get the answer and wandered for about three years.

During that period, my passion for the ministry grew, and I got repeated messages through the
people of God and the situation pointing to ministry. I decided to become a pastor. I went to the
Presbyterian University and Theological Seminary in South Korea since I belong to The Presbyterian
Church of Korea.

I was able to theologize my faith while studying theology for three years and doing ministries for
children and young adults for five years. Furthermore, I found that there is a broader theological world I
had not experienced and abundant heritages of Christianity in history. I was eager to know and experience
this world, which was one of the significant reasons I studied more at the Columbia Theological Seminary
in Georgia.

I majored in Christian Education and became more aware of the diversity in Christianity. |
believe that a key role of a pastor is to encourage people to reveal the potential God has already given
them. The church needs to provide the people with a space and a situation they can play that role. While
leading a ministry in the Korean Immigrant Church in Atlanta, I met many people and became more
convinced that the role of a pastor is an educator.

I got married about ten years ago. My wife is lovely and is the best advisor I ever met in my
ministry. My nine-year-old daughter is the most precious gift God gave me. For the last ten years, |
learned that many families have serious difficulties keeping their families emotionally and spiritually
together. Since last year, | have been doing family ministry for the members of my congregation, and
recently I have been focusing on how the church can help these families to be in faith and love.

It was difficult to continue ministries for the last thirteen years. There were medical issues in my
family, relation issues in the congregations, financial issues, ETC. However, God always gave me the grace
to overcome difficulties and helped me grow and mature theologically through the problems. I am 42 years
old, and there is plenty of time to do ministries. I expect and believe that God will help me grow as Jesus
Christ, my Lord, wants me to be as He has done in my life.
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Faith Statement

Rev. Shinyoung Ko

I believe there is only one God, who exists in three persons: the Father, who created this
world; the Son, for whom and through all creation was created; and the Holy Spirit, who counsels and
empowers His people to follow Jesus. I firmly believe that only Jesus Christ, the Son of God, can save
people from all sins through His sacrificial death on the cross at Calvary. Although God created us in
His own image, we have all fallen short of His glory and, therefore, cannot save ourselves from the
wrath of God.

Presbyterian Women continue to be a vital part of the Presbyterian Church (USA) as we
continue to serve our churches and our Lord in this post COVID time. The PW Coordinating
Team continues to meet via Zoom and in person and we held our 2023 PW Annual Gathering in
person with a Zoom component.

Everything we do at the local church level reflects our PW Purpose. Our women continue to
meet in circles for prayer and Bible Study, enjoying this years’ study, Celebrating Sabbath by
Carol Betchel, as they continue to build an inclusive, caring community of women. PW serve in
their own churches as deacons, elders, and Sunday School teachers as well as caring for the
youngest and the oldest members around them. Many PW circles have monthly projects that
benefit their local community and/or organizations in our Presbytery.

In June 2022 we held, via Zoom, Leadership Workshops with classes for Moderators, Bible
Study teachers, Mission Opportunities, and a Book Review.

Spring means Come See Columbia Day for Presbyterian Women as PW gathered on campus, as
members of the Columbia Friendship Circle, to meet the scholarship recipients, worship, attend
lectures, and visit over lunch. Many toured Mission Haven to learn about the Clothes Closet and
how PW contributions make a difference in this vital ministry to missionary families.

PW participated in AMIS’ (Atlanta Ministry with International Students) 44" Welcome
Reception for International Students & Scholars on September 24,

This one-of-a-kind event gathered 300 students from 14 colleges/universities and 75 countries
for a community reception that featured live music, free food, icebreaker games, and the
opportunity to meet international students who are attending colleges and Universities all over
Metro Atlanta.

Presbyterian Women celebrated Villa International’s 50™" Anniversary in October 2022
remembering that Villa was started years ago with the gift of the Birthday Offering from
Presbyterian Women churchwide. PW had presented Camille Gaffron with a PW Honorary Life
Membership in February 2022 for her service and dedication to Villa.

PW members also gathered in October for supper to hear Rev Heleviao Poget, an international
peacemaker in the PC(USA) Program and her ministry in Madagascar that is focused on youth,
street ministry and human trafficking prevention. Her ministry: Mamonjy, A Human Trafficking
Prevention Campaign had received a prior gift from the PW Thank Offering in 2019.

And about 20 women from the presbytery attended the PW Synod of South Atlantic (SOSA)
Triennial Gathering at Epworth by the Sea, October 21-23, where we gathered with other PW
sisters from Georgia, South Carolina, and Florida for worship, education, fellowship, and fun.
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Debra Durden, from Greater Atlanta Presbytery, was chosen as Moderator Elect and will be
serving SOSA as Moderator for the next few years beginning this July 1, 2023.

Church Women United, Atlanta Unit, is currently led by Sheila Louder, President, who also
serves as PW District Leader for District 10. Sheila keeps PW informed of the many great
programs available with CWU and we support the Least Coin Offering through our local circles
each year.

In addition to Columbia Friendship Circle, Mission Haven. Amis, Villa International, and CWU
our women also support Memorial Drive Ministries, Thornwell, JCSTS, Presbyterian Homes. We
have liaisons on our coordinating team to keep us informed of their needs and activities.

Our PW members are generous with their financial support. PW Celebration Giving totaled $
25,147 in 2022 for the Birthday Offering, Honorary Life Membership, Least Coin, Mission
Pledge, Thank Offering. Additional funds of $8,751 were donated to Calvin Center, Childspring
International, Church Women United, Columbia Friendship Circle, Haiti Missions, Johnson C
Smith Seminary, Memorial Drive Ministries, Mission Haven, Presbyterian Homes, St Labre
Indian School, Thornwell, and Villa International.
