NOMINATING COMMITTEE

For Information:

In August, the Presbytery Council asked the Nominating Committee to prepare a slate of nominees for a Stated
Clerk Nominating Committee (SCNC) and to present this slate for a vote at the February meeting of the
Presbytery.

The Nominating Committee publicized and received applications in October and November. Each applicant
described his/her experiences and familiarity with the role and responsibilities of the Stated Clerk. In December
the Nominating Committee met to select members of the SCNC. During the selection process the Nominating
Committee sought persons who had knowledge of the work of the Stated Clerk, had worked alongside the Stated

Brad Bryant, an Elder at Shallowford Church, has served on Session for three decades at the Rehoboth and
Shallowford Churches and as Clerk for 15 years at Rehoboth. He has experience in both senior pastor and interim
pastor searches. Brad is a graduate of Presbyterian College, University of Georgia, and Mercer Law School. He
serves on the Board of Trustees of Presbyterian College, the Georgia Supreme Court’s Justice for Children
Committee, Voices for Georgia’s Children, and the State Bar of Georgia. Brad is Vice President, REACH
Georgia, a needs-based mentorship and scholarship program administered by the Georgia Student Finance
Authority (GSFA). He served 12 years on the DeKalb County School System Board of Education including seven
years as chair and was appointed to the Georgia Board of Education where he filled an unexpired term as State
School Superintendent. Brad and Kay have two grown children and two grandchildren.

Mary Jane Cornell is a retired Minister Member of the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta. She was ordained in 1981
by the Presbytery of Atlanta (PCUS) and spent most of her ministry in installed, interim and contract call
positions in twelve PGA congregations. Presbytery service over the past 39 years includes membership on
Council, Examinations, Committee on Preparation for Ministry (Chair), Nominating Committee (Chair), and
Committee on Ministry (Co-Chair). She was the Moderator of the Presbytery in 2000 and served as a
Commissioner to the General Assembly in 1984 & 2000.

Jane Fahey - Over the last 19 years, Jane Fahey has served the presbytery in a variety of roles--as a member of
Committee on Preparation for Ministry, Coordinating Council, and Public Policy Advocacy Committee, as
Interim Associate Executive for Ministry, and most recently as Interim Executive Presbyter. She currently serves
as moderator of the PGA Permanent Judicial Commission. She has also served in denominational roles, including
as Moderator of the General Assembly Permanent Judicial Commission. Jane currently serves the wider church
through her role as Chair of the Board of Trustees of Columbia Theological Seminary.

Bridgette Hector-Mabote loves God with all of her heart and believes developing a unique, meaningful and
deeply complex relationship with God is the foundation of the human experience. She was born in Houston,
graduated from Howard University and the Interdenominational Theological Center (ITC) with degrees in
Finance, Christian Education, Ethics & Pastoral Counseling and pursued her Doctor of Theology (ABD) at the
Atlanta Theological Association to become a scholar, preacher, teacher and counselor. Bridgette has been
Director of Women & Youth Ministries at The Stewart Center in Atlanta, a chaplain at Emory Midtown and
Northside Hospital systems, a pastoral psychotherapeutic training resident at the Care & Counseling Center of
Georgia and a Companionship Facilitator (mission co-worker) for the Presbyterian Church (USA) in South Africa
and LeSotho. Bridgette is ordained in the Presbyterian Church (USA) and currently serves as Team Leader,
Pastoral Care & Counseling & Youth Ministry at New Life Presbyterian Church. She is married to the love of her
life, Tumo Mabote and together they fully engage a life of faith as they live and travel between South Africa and
the USA experiencing and spreading God’s love with their family and friends.

Byeong Cheol Han was ordained in South Korea and became a member of PCUSA in 2004 after graduating from
McCormick Theological Seminary. He has been the senior pastor at Korean Central for over 11 years during
which time he has served PGA in numerous positions in the Presbytery level including Council, commissioner to
General Assembly, and New Church Development Commission. He has also served as the moderator for



ECKAM. Rev. Han has been very active and passionate in the community engagement over social justice issues.
He lives in Peachtree Corners with his wife and two children.

Mark Roberson has served as a Ruling Elder/Deacon in churches in this and other presbyteries since 1966.
Currently a member at Roswell Presbyterian Church his ministry has included service on Pastor Nominating,
Associate Pastor Nominating and Presbytery Executive Search committees. In the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta
for the last 20 years Mark has served in a variety of roles on committees and commissions. He has been
Moderator of Presbytery, Chair of Council, Co-Chair of Committee on Ministry and a commissioner to PC (USA)
General Assembly. Mark is a Trustee for Presbyterian Homes of Georgia.

Keenan Rodgers is a Ruling Elder at Decatur Presbyterian Church. He grew up in Altus, Oklahoma where he
was baptized at the First Presbyterian Church when he was just knee-high to a grasshopper. After graduating from
the University of Oklahoma (Boomer Sooner!), he relocated to Bartlesville, OK and was active in mission and
worship music leadership at the First Presbyterian Church where his mother continues to serve as a
Commissioned Ruling Elder. He moved to Georgia in 2016, when his wife, Rev. Alex Rodgers, was called as an
Associate Pastor at DPC. Keenan is a Church Consultant with the Board of Pensions of the PC(USA), serving
churches and presbyteries in Tennessee, Alabama, and Puerto Rico interpreting the Benefits Plans and programs
available to support pastors and staffs of churches in the denomination.

Cynthia (Cyndi) Smith — Over the last twenty years Cyndi has served First Presbyterian Church of Jonesboro as
a Ruling Elder, Christian Education Committee Chair, Clerk of Session (5 years), and a member and secretary of
a Pastor Nominating Committee. She currently serves on the Presbytery Committee on Representation and was a
Ruling Elder Commissioner to the 2020 General Assembly. Cyndi worked as a Special Needs Preschool teacher
in Clayton County while she and husband Jack raised 2 sons and now delight in their three grandchildren.

There were no nominations from the floor. The above slate was elected by ballot with a vote of 249 yes, 0 no and
7 abstentions.

SPECIAL GUESTS

Clark Simmons from the Board of Pensions brought the body news of a new program called Minister’s Choice
(the ability for non-installed ministers to enter into the plan). He also informed the presbytery that the Board is
fully vested at 124%,

Clare Lewis from PILP (Presbyterian Investment and Loan Program) announced a new Safety and Technology
Loan program designed to help churches with needs to safety reopen...needs such as modifying space, improving
air quality, and equipment for hybrid worship. Rebate checks were also presented virtually to 8 churches who
have invested with PILP: Radcliffe, Korean Central, Presbyterian Church of the Resurrection, North Decatur,
Hamilton Mill, Good Shepherd, St. Andrews and First Church Peachtree City.

NEW CHURCH DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

For information:

Despite pandemic-related strain on many of our youngest new worshiping communities, the work of building new
churches continues to bourgeon. Our leaders persist in working imaginatively and finding time to breathe. The
NCDC Emergency Fund (now called the NCDC Care Fund) empowers economically challenged new worshiping
community leaders with discretionary funds that continue to stabilize households and provide basic necessities to
neighbors in new worshiping communities throughout greater Atlanta. Despite several closures, we have also
started several new churches during the pandemic, and the Commission continues to have 26 new worshiping
communities under care, through which we impact the lives of 6000+ individuals during an average week.



Specifically, our work is that of a classic start-up studio. We provide:

5. Network Development

At today’s meeting of the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta, we have the opportunity to briefly (re)introduce you to
one of our new worshiping communities, Atlanta Good Church, led by the Reverend Dr. Yeonkwon Jeong.
Having worked with the NCDC for a year, Atlanta Good Church (AGC) came under care of the NCDC in 2018.
Dr. Jeong entitles his report “God made the Way” and shares as follows:

On March 1, 2018 at 11 a.m., 20 individuals came together for Atlanta Good Church’s (AGC) first worship
service. During our first year, Johns Creek Presbyterian Church (JCPC) generously provided the sanctuary and
facilitated our gathering. We soon developed and specified our vision and values, focusing intently on our call to
be missional people whose church life has balanced focus on being the church when gathered and being the
church when scattered.

AGC always remembers God’s message of creation. In a chaotic universe, God brought order. He filled the
emptiness with all the necessities. It was neither too much nor too little; it was just enough in Him, through Him.
On the sixth day of creation, Genesis 1:31 says: “God saw all that he had made, and it was very good.”



AGC seeks to become a church that God will see and deem to be “good.” AGC’s vision is to become a church
pleasing to God’s sight. Thus, the congregation prays to become a good disciple to form a good community and to
establish a good world.

On March 2019, God gave AGC a hefty calling.

AGC relocated from Johns Creek to its current location in Doraville, occupying the building previously occupied
by the Church of the New Covenant (CNC). When moving to Doraville, AGC started the “Nehemiah Project.”
Like Nehemiah, the goal of the project has been to open the doors of the once closed church and call on the
scattered people to restore worship. AGC repaired the old infrastructure, fixed the broken spots, collected the
messy leaves, and mended the leaking roof. We reopened the doors to the church once closed and worked to
become central to the regional community. On June 30, 2019, AGC invited NCDC and CNC members for an
opening service in Doraville. It was a time of looking back in appreciation to the congregation who went before
and a time of looking forward in celebration and anticipation.

2020 has been a tumultuous year especially due to COVID-19.

Since March, AGC has been gathering for service on Zoom. In addition, AGC has been conducting several
projects during this pandemic.

Every month, AGC has been publishing the “Design the Day: QT,” which is a daily devotional book that
accompanies a daily morning prayer service on Zoom. The project has been ideal for building both the inner and
outer community during the pandemic. Members of the church have been able to easily gather through Zoom,
while gifting the book to their friends through contactless deliveries.

AGC’s youth group has been planning and carrying out the “G2: Generation Together” project to investigate
ways for the young and old members of the church to come together through Christ. Through the G2 Project,
youth members have been envisioning the future of churches.

For us to truly embody the gospel in this world, AGC has launched a “Bingo Campaign.” Every month, we
provide a bingo board with creative activities and suggestions that can help us share the love of Christ with our
neighbors. AGC consistently seeks to reach and serve its neighbors to build a good world.

AGC is rather new and young. It’s vibrant and dynamic. AGC is leading change in the lives of its members and its
community. We pray for glory in heaven and good news in Doraville.

History:
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Mr. Jeong completed his Master of Divinity Studies at the Presbyterian University and Theological Seminary in
Seoul, Korea. He was ready to be ordained in Korea, but instead came to the United States to pursue his PhD. He
became a member of Korean Central Presbyterian Church and began the preparation process. Due to his previous
work in Korea (taking ordination exams) and his current PhD program (in the area of New Testament), he has
done the work to satisfy the Bible Content exam, the Bible Exegesis Exam and the Theology exam. The
committee is therefore recommending that his previous exams and current work be accepted as alternate
ordination exams in the PCUSA for those three areas.

She received her MA in Speech Communications from Auburn University in 1978. Her first career was as a
teacher, counselor and administrator, primarily in the Newton County schools. On May 17, 2008, she received her
MD from McAfee School of Theology at Mercer University. She worked on her DMIN coursework with a
preaching concentration from 2012-2016 at Mercer University with Dr. David Bartlett, and completed all but her
final project. She also studied Leadership Coaching at the Pastoral Institute in 2013; and

WHEREAS, Becky was duly ordained at Jackson Presbyterian Church on Pentecost Sunday, May 31, 2009: and

WHEREAS, Becky answered God’s call to be a Minister of the Word and Sacrament at Jackson Presbyterian
Church at that time; and

WHEREAS, Becky served Jackson Presbyterian Church and the people of Jackson faithfully, and shared the love
of God there with every person there, preaching and teaching the word of God and the lessons of Jesus with
honesty and humility; and

WHEREAS, Becky participated in Tuesday night adult Bible Study, Jackson city-wide trash pickup, she modeled
in our PW fashion show (to Roy Orbison’s “Pretty Woman’’), came to PW meetings, helped cook meals for Chill,
our youth group, put in many hours of grunt work for our Spring Fling (seed and plant sale) each year, and a
thousand other things; and

WHEREAS, Becky served on the Butts County School System Literacy Committee, and helped to write and win
a 4-million-dollar Literacy for Learning, Leading, and Living Grant; and

WHEREAS, she contributed time, money, prayers, and moral support to each and every mission of Jackson
Presbyterian Church: Operation Christmas Child, backpacks for schoolchildren, health and beauty aids for school
children, coats for kids, Santa Claus Express, Smart Lunches for Smart Kids, Letters and packages to the military,
socks for the homeless, and many others; and

COUNCIL

For Information

In the fall of 2020, Council established a Financial Sustainability Task Force to consider a variety of issues
regarding the Presbytery and finances. On January 25, 2021, Russ Weekley, chair of the task force, presented an
overview to Council members of the work thus far. He reported that most of the work was on the priorities of the
Presbytery...how to meet those priorities and stay within our means.

The recommendations revolve around four areas:

1. Council (determine benevolence priorities, appropriate levels of GA and Synod funding, NCDC and
Campus Ministry priorities)

2. Council and NCDC (clarify the relationship between the two especially in the area of finances and

Since 1984, the Hunger Walk/Run has been an annual 5K/“fun run” of The Atlanta Community Food
Bank and its partners. Proceeds benefit the ACFB and other local nonprofits, programs, and ministries
focused on hunger relief. These benefiting partner organizations help recruit participants and receive a
percentage of the funds raised to support their direct hunger relief programs.

As a benefiting partner, the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta keeps 60% of the funds we raise as a
presbytery, which supports our Diaconal Grants program. All Presbytery of Greater Atlanta churches are
eligible to apply for a Diaconal Grant to support hunger initiatives within their congregation. The
remaining 40% that we raise goes to the Atlanta Community Food Bank where - among many other
outstanding results - they leverage every $1 into $9 worth of groceries for hunger relief (enough for 4
meals!).

Approved by
unanimous consent.

MANUAL OF OPERATIONS (ATTACHMENT B)

Moderator Parchem presented the draft of changes to the Manual of Operations directing members to the
summary that follows the draft, and another document that shows the commissioner rotation if the manual
changes are approved. The following process will be used:

Consideration by Paragraph (RONR, 28:6):

= Each section will be taken one at a time, with the opportunity for debate or amendment.

= When there is no further debate or amendment to the section, each subsequent one will be taken
up.

= Amendments are voted on as they arise, but no paragraph as amended is acted upon.

= After all the parts have been considered, the entire document is open to amendment.

= The entire document is then voted on in a single vote.

Section 1: Mission Statement for the Synod of South Atlantic: no discussion

Section 2: Synod Meetings and Organization: no discussion

Section 3: Commissioners: Joyce Lieberman clarified that the terms were four years but some
served beyond the six-year limit when they were elected chairs. The change to two
years allows the commissioners to stay within the limit and also have the flexibility to
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be re-elected. Chairs are chosen by the Committee on Representation, so electing
chairs was deleted. Presbyteries will not have to change their rules on how they elect
commissioners.

Section 4: Corresponding Members of the Synod: no discussion
Section 5: Synod Executive/Stated Clerk: It was requested take out “not vote” and change to
“no vote” instead. The editorial change will be made.

Section 6: Meeting Format: no discussion

Section 7: Officers: no discussion

Section 8: Staff: In reference to the Treasurer, there was discussion as to having “elect”and
“volunteer” in the same sentence. The Synod treasurer is an elected position, so the
word “volunteer” is just to note that it is not a paid position.

Section 9: Committees/Commissions: no discussion.
Section 10: Amendments: no discussion.

Addendum A: A concern was raised that the Synod Personal Leave should be referred to as
“Family Leave and Parental Leave,” allowing for families to take care of their
members in emergencies, and for new parents to have paid leave. The General
Assembly’s Task Force for Parental/Family leave recommends 12 weeks paid
leave.

e Motion: Elizabeth Lovell Milford moved and was seconded to task the Executive
Administrative Commission (EAC) to form a work group to address the issue of
personal leave in the Synod Personnel Policy.
o Action: Motion carried

AMIS Partnership Report

Usually at this time of year, AMIS (the French word for “friends”) is planning our AMIS Day anniversary
celebration, which will be 43 years in 2021. Because this is a different kind of year, we’d like to take a moment to
give you an update and express our gratitude for our long-term partnership with the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta.

During the COVID-19 pandemic, along with many of you, AMIS learned to “re-imagine international friendship”
and found creative ways to carry out our mission of promoting global understanding through friendship and
hospitality with international students in the greater Atlanta area.

We turned to virtual events through Zoom, including a series of interest groups where international students and
American friends came together for conversation. Instead of Thanksgiving in homes, we shared turkey meals
outdoors in small group settings. Rather than Christmas International House, we created a week of “Christmas
with AMIS” activities where boxes of supplies were delivered to students in advance, and we gathered daily to
share friendship and holiday traditions through Zoom. During this week, 32 international students, who could not
return home for winter break participated along with 15 volunteers and staff. Deepak, an Emory Ph.D. student
from India who is in Atlanta with his wife and son said, “I felt like I really got to celebrate Christmas this year,
thanks to AMIS.”

In 2020 even during a pandemic, AMIS served 300 international students at 15 colleges and universities from 40
different countries. Over 100 volunteers participated in our events and programs, and we received contributions
from over 170 donors, churches, and organizations.

In the words of an international student:

Hi. My name is Gigi from Ecuador. I came to the US as an international student last year to study at Georgia
State. I would say that the first 4 months of the pandemic was one of the darkest seasons in my life... 1 felt alone.
My transition from being social to becoming an isolated person was very challenging. Being unable to see my
friends here in Atlanta or go back to Ecuador this summer was hard to take.

My experience with AMIS has been a blessing. I have met some wonderful people through AMIS. The volunteers
are very nice and caring. They are always open to talk, to listen, and to give advice. During the pandemic, I really
enjoyed being in the Zoom meetings where I learned about cultural differences. We talked about movies, and I got
tips for my developing career.

1 am so thankful for the time and dedication of the volunteers of AMIS. I really enjoyed the activities before the
pandemic. And during the pandemic AMIS offered a nice way to connect with people. I am grateful for the work
and passion of AMIS in our community of international students.

If interested and able, please complete and return
requested forms (Volunteer Interest Form and General Assembly Interest Form) found with full descriptions of
the committees/commissions at http://atlpcusa.org/committees. Terms for committees & commissions are
ordinarily 3 years with eligibility for re-election to a maximum of 6 years. The * indicates that committee
members must be Ruling Elders or Teaching Elders in the PC (USA).

*Bills and Overtures Committee/General Assembly (GA) Commissioner — prepares for, attends and participates in
the General Assembly and reports to the Presbytery. Serves as the Presbytery Bills and Overtures Committee for
two years following the General Assembly.

*Committee on Ministry (COM) - provides care of congregations, pastors and educators. Ordinarily meets on the
3" Thursday of each month from 5 — 6:30 PM at the Presbytery office. Subcommittees also meet monthly.

*Committee on Preparation for Ministry (CPM) - works with inquirers and candidates as they discern calls to
ministry and move through the requirements for ordination. Ordinarily meets on the 4th Thursday of the month from
4:30 — 7:30 PM at First Presbyterian Church of Atlanta.

*Presbytery Council - guides, plans and envisions staffing needs and directions to be taken by the Presbytery.
Meets 6 Monday evenings from 5:00-7:00 pm at the Presbytery office.

Committee on Representation (COR) - offers ways to live out the church’s commitment to inclusiveness and
representation. Meets 4 times each year during the day at the Presbytery office.

*Examinations Commission - examines all ministers who wish to be received into the Presbytery for
membership during monthly meetings on the third Thursday afternoon from 1 - 4 PM at the Presbytery office.

Grants Committee - awards three primary grants each year to churches or other organizations. Also considers
awards for seminarians. Ordinarily meets at the Presbytery office in May and October.

*New Church Development Commission (NCDC) - catalyzes and supports the development of new
worshipping communities throughout our presbytery. Meets for an annual half day strategic planning meeting and
quarterly on Wednesdays, 10:30 am — 12:30 pm at the offices of the Presbytery. The Operations, Development
and Advisory teams meet as needed, some face to face and some online.

*Nominating Committee —Identifies and recruits volunteers for all Presbytery committees. Meets 3-4 mornings a
year at the Presbytery office.

Operations Committee - manages financial and business processes of the Presbytery. Meets quarterly on
Mondays at 2 PM at the Presbytery office. Subcommittees meet additionally.

*Permanent Judicial Commission (PJC) - exercises church discipline through judicial process. Meets as necessary
during one term of 6 years.

Personnel Committee — provides guidance, expertise and assistance to the Presbytery staff re: matters of
personnel. Quarterly meetings on weekdays, usually on Mondays, noon — 1:30 pm, at the Presbytery office.

*Synod Commissioners - represent the Presbytery at 1-2 Synod meetings each year of a 4 year term.

Presbytery Worship and Planning Committee - assists in planning worship and order of business for stated
Presbytery meetings. Meets approximately 6 weeks prior to each Stated Presbytery Meeting, usually at upcoming host
churches and once annually with Council to discuss themes.
